The children are finally in their summer uniforms!  They are all working very hard this half term as always and 120 children will be taking part in national tests.  Our teachers here provide an exciting and balanced curriculum which engages the children and at the same time prepares them well for these national tests.

We are very proud of this as it shows that a vast majority of our children take up the sporting opportunities that we offer here at St Peter’s.  79 children will be taking part in the Farnham cross country meet this month and we are sure to see some personal bests run whilst all children have fun taking part.  A great deal of the sport is competitive but recently many of our children took part in an inclusive sports meet.  This was in Surrey sports park, a prestigious venue for our children to experience.  We are proud that children with physical disabilities were included in the events too.  The school’s cricket team enjoyed a recent tournament and this is sport we are developing. 

As well as sport at our school we have a much musical talent.  Last month, we had an evening concert in which over 70 children participated: choir, orchestra and solo pieces.  I was so proud of all our children and every child performed at such a high standard and with such professionalism. We also raised £50.57 for the Guide Dogs. for the Blind.  We have so many musicians that work with us and support us to keep music alive at our school.

This month we are looking forward to our French Day when children and parents will practise their French in our café pour un croissant et café, they will study French artists and composers and look at wider aspects of French culture.  They will be dressing in the colours of the French flag and we are so pleased to have many French speaking adults helping too. 

Rev. Jacqueline has enjoyed taking her first assembly with our children and she exuded her natural warmth and love for the children in her parish.  We know that we are going to have a strong friendship with her and look forward to enhancing ways in which the church and school work together and support each other.
