Are you passionate about children's reading?  

If so,  would you be able to 
spare a small amount of 
time to enable the school 
library to open for a short 
time after school?  We are 
always keen to involve par-

library after school for 25 minutes on two days a week.  This 
would allow parents to visit the library with their child to 
help them to choose a suitable book.   
Unfortunately, we simply do not have staff capacity but it 
would be fantastic if a couple of parents/grandparents 
would be able to volunteer once a week.  Ideally, we would 
have two adults on two different days (so each adult would 
only do one day).  It would involve overseeing the scanning 
of books in/out of the library. We would of course show you 
how this works.  The times would be 3:15 pm - 3: 40pm 
(prompt).  The day could be to suit you but we'd need con-
sistency each week.   
We used to have this set up a few years back and it was very 
successful but we didn't reinstate after covid and now feel 
it's a good time have another go.
