· Class Worship may be two classes together but please ensure that it happens. The school should be quiet on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 10am. Aim for the sessions to be more reflection than teaching/learning. Remember to make this time ‘special’ and ‘different’ for pupils. 
· Wherever possible, particularly in KS2 - please try to link the theme to events happening in the world. In this way, children will begin to appreciate the relevance of Christian beliefs in today’s world. Also make links with different religions where relevant.
