This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.  At St Peter’s we use the Model Music curriculum as the basis for our provision.

	At St Peter’s we are passionate about giving our children the best opportunities and broadest curriculum that we can. Our music education focuses on teaching the technical, constructive and expressive elements through a varied and well organised progressive curriculum.  Music is a vehicle for personal and spiritual expression and plays an important part in the personal, development of each child.  Our music curriculum reflects the culture and society we live in.  Our teaching enables children to better understand the world.  In our school, children have the opportunity to play, perform and enjoy music, to develop the skills to appreciate a wide variety of musical forms and to begin to make judgements about the quality of music.  Our curriculum is informed by “The Model Music Curriculum” 2021 taught throughout the school from Nursery to Year 6 through a weekly 30 minute timetabled lesson with music specialists as well as a 20 minute Singing Assembly and 10 minutes of singing during daily reflective worship.  This equates to the one hour per week as set out in the Model Music Curriculum for Key Stages 1 and 2.  Music is a gift for everyone that we nurture at our school. 
We set high expectations for music proficiency, creating an environment where children can embrace their musical talents and cultivate a love for music both in the classroom and in the wider Community. Lessons are engaging, active and practical with visual aids enabling all to participate.  We also ensure that vulnerable, disadvantaged and SEND are offered instrumental lessons.  Provision is also made during lessons to ensure that access is available for all.  Through singing the structure and organisation of music is explored.  Children are also able to listen and appreciate a wide range of music from classical to modern and encompassing a range of instruments. Throughout the school pupils learn how to recognise pitch, texture, timbre, duration and dynamics make and compose music together and understand musical notation.  
Children in Year 4 learn to play the recorder. Other resources used include Charanga and support from Surrey Arts and Music Express. There is the opportunity to learn a musical instrument (piano, drums, flute, brass and voice).  
The objectives used are skills-based and progression is developed throughout the school. 
· Voice including singing and performance
· Rhythm and pulse
· Pitch and notation
· Composition
· Listening and valuating
Music is monitored in the following ways:
· Learning walks and lesson observations 
· Data analysis of year groups using assessment criteria.
· Pupil questionnaires and pupil voice. 
· Action plan review
· Resources audit to ensure lessons may be taught.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	 Choirs: Young Voices (KS1) and KS2 choir with weekly rehearsals with the opportunity to perform.  Early Years have the opportunity to sing through their continuous provision.                                                                                                                           Rock Steady is a group musical tuition delivered once a week.                                                                                                                         Peripatetic lessons – trombone, flute, piano, drums, classical guitar and electric guitar.                                                                                                                                                                                      Year 2 take part in the Singing Spree led by Farnham Youth Choir   A workshop is delivered once a year to Years 3 – 6 by a representative from Surrey Arts.                                                       Year 5s participate in the Primary Music Festival.                                                          The school advertises opportunities for pupils to attend Farnham Youth Choir with workshops delivered by Farnham Youth Choir.  Various piano concerts are held throughout the year for all the age groups and abilities. Children have the opportunity to achieve grades in instruments taught by the peripatetic teachers. We hope that  children continue their instrumental lessons in Year 7. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Children throughout the school are able to sing during whole school assemblies and during Class Worship.  A weekly Singing assembly is also held for the whole school.  
Children attend St Peter’s Church for Harvest Festival, Advent Service, Carol Service (Keys Stage 2 only), Easter Service, St Peter’s Day Service. For all of these services children learn and sing a range of songs and traditional hymns.  
A Spring concert is held towards the end of the Spring term when various musical groups and soloists in the school are show cased.  
Year 6 children attend the Leavers’ service for Year 6 at Guildford Cathedral.  They sing prepared songs and Year 6 also participate in the Leavers Assembly at the end of the academic year.  They also work on a production which is produced towards the end of the Summer term. This includes performing songs with harmony parts.  All the children take part. Parents pay for tickets to watch the performances.    
Year 2 participate in the Singing Spree which takes place in Farnham.  
World Music Day is celebrated throughout the school on the school date closest to the 21 June.  This involves looking at a range of musical styles and simple compositions.  The day involves having 5 hours devoted to music. 
An annual Pause Day is held which involves various activities including the listening to music and singing to inspire the children’s creative activities and develop their spirituality.    
The children through the delivery of the French curriculum, are able to sing a range of French songs to enhance the learning of the vocabulary.  A weekly Spanish club at lunchtime involves singing.  
Year 5 took part in the National Opera workshop.  The choir performed a French song during Assembly on French Day.  
Most of the activities above involve no charge but parents are encouraged to make a donation for charity at the Carol Concert and donations towards the improvement of school instruments is taken at the Spring Concert.

In the future
	Over the next academic year we aim to:
· Increase the number of instruments particularly glockenspiels, we have in school to give all children opportunities during lessons.
· Further develop singing assemblies to enable children to have a wider range of songs that they will be able to use during class worship.  
· To further develop the love of singing through the singing of the daily register.  
· Invite a performing group to come into school every year offering workshops to the whole school.  
· Liaise with the local secondary school (Weydon) with some of their pupils coming to perform to our children.  This will enhance and broaden the children’s experiences.  
· Extend peripatetic lesson offering to include instruments not currently offered.  This could include offering lessons to Pupil Premium children.  
· Provide opportunities for children to perform during assemblies.  


Further information (optional)
	We have links with the Surrey Music Hub who offer a range of CPD opportunities.  
Provide parents with the guide from the Department of Education on how they can get involved in music in and out of school together with support offered beyond the school. 
As a school we have Music Mark Status which will be reviewed and renewed when appropriate.   
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
